2. Safety Systems

To stop the lift in an emergency, pull on the
red cord once gently, you will hear a
“click"which indicates the lift has been turned
off. To re-activate the lift, pull the red cord
again, once gently. An illuminated green light
confirms that the lift is on.

In the event of an electrical or functional
failure, the V4 has an emergency manual
lowering feature

1. Remove the 8-mm Allen key situated in
the slot on top of the lift.

2. Open the side door to access the
mechanism.

Flip up the access door and Insert the Allen
key deep into the gear. Turn it counter
clockwise in order to lower your patient. The
key turns the main lift gear slowly lowering
your patient. To lower your patient more
rapidly, use a ratchet or a drill with an 8-mm
Allen key. Once the patient is lowered and
secure on a chair or in a bed, call a qualified

3. Battery & Charging Systems

The battery charging station is mounted to the side of
the track allowing the lift to parked and charged at a
spot most convenient for the user.

7. Wireless Remote Control
